Rotary Moment by Ed Fischer…..

Paul Harris, the founder of Rotary, was born in Racine, Wisconsin, USA, on April 19, 1868. He moved at the age of 3 to Wallingford, Vermont to be raised by his grandparents.

Trained as a lawyer, Paul gave himself five years after his graduation from law school in 1891 to see as much of the world as possible before settling down and hanging out his shingle. During that time, he traveled widely, supporting himself with a great variety of jobs. He worked as a reporter in San Francisco, a teacher at a business college in Los Angeles, a cowboy in Colorado, a desk clerk in Jacksonville, Fl., a tender of cattle on a freighter to England and a traveling salesman for a granite company covering both the US and Europe.

Remaining true to his 5-year plan he settled in Chicago in 1896. It was there on the evening of February 23, 1905, that he met with three friends to discuss his idea for a businessmen’s club. This is commonly regarded as the first Rotary meeting.

 But neither the entertainment nor the business management was the heart or the soul of the convention experience.  It was the spirit of giving.  Service is the benchmark of compassion so when we lend a hand, we gain a heart.
 
RI President Glen Estess quoted a prior President “A Rotary pin means YOU can rely on me, I am dependable, I give more than I take, I am available”. Ellen said, “I saw thousands of fellow human beings focused that way.  It brings joy knowing there are others out there – strangers, but Rotarians – who are on this same path.”
 
What brings a community together can bring a world together.  
 
Ellen learned that “…Polio still exists in six endemic countries. …that…We are the friends of humanity – two drops of vaccine in a child’s mouth means not having that person spending a life crawling on the ground”
She learned that…you become very versatile when you are willing to help – you can evolve into a counselor to families with very ill children, a nurse in an operating room, or even your country’s ambassador.
She also learned that…you actively create the kind of life you will be happy to live
Rotary adds value to your life by imparting the knowledge that you are needed. If you give your all to the present, it is your present to the future. 
 
Your membership is whatever you want it to be.  When you build a better you, you do not live your life in vain.  You are full of purpose.  You have life focus.
