A ROTARY MOMENT 

with MR. ED FISHER:

Paul P. Harris, a lawyer, was the founder of Rotary, the world's first and most international service club.  Born in Racine Wisconsin, on April 19,1868. At age 3 he moved to Wallingford, Vermont where he grew up in the care of his paternal grandparents. Married to Jean Thompson Harris (1881 - 1963), they had no children..

He worked as a newspaper reporter, a business teacher, stock company actor, cowboy, and traveled extensively in the U.S.A. and Europe selling marble and granite. In 1896, he went to Chicago to practice law. One evening Paul visited the suburban home of a professional friend. After dinner, as they strolled through the neighborhood, Paul's friend introduced him to various tradesmen in their stores. It was here Paul conceived the idea of a club that could recapture some of the friendly spirit among businessmen in small communities. On February 23, 1905, Paul Harris formed the first club with three other businessmen: Silvester Schiele, a coal merchant; Gustavus Loehr, a mining engineer; and Hiram Shorey, a merchant tailor. Paul Harris named the new club "Rotary" because members met in rotation at their various places of business. Club membership grew rapidly. Soon Paul became convinced that the Rotary club could be developed into an important service movement and strove to extend Rotary to other cities. When President emeritus Paul Harris passed away on January 27, 1947 his dream had grown from an informal meeting of four men to some 6,000 clubs. In the past five decades, the organization has grown to more than 27,500 clubs with 1.2 million members brought together through Paul Harris' vision of service and fellowship.

Established in 1993, this non-profit charity provides free comprehensive eye care and basic eyeglasses to economically disadvantaged children attending Miami-Dade County public schools. These children have been determined to have vision deficiencies based on state-mandated vision screening in grades K - 12. A vision exam and a pair of eyeglasses may not sound like much; however, it can be, and in many cases has been, a life-altering experience for the children who receive them. There are children whose lives have been turned around by the sudden ability to see well.

Through the work of 80 optometrists, the fund provides thousands of exams and eyeglasses annually to children.  Referrals from concerned parents or a teacher are accepted.  The number of requests grows rapidly each year, with nearly 3,000 eyeglasses prescribed during the 2001-02 school year alone. 

Children with sight problems typically are restless, don’t pay attention in school, and have disciplinary issues.
