ROTARY MOMENT
Noel Markman delivered this week’s Rotary Moment 

	The Founder of Rotary


Paul Harris, the founder of Rotary, was born in Racine, Wisconsin, USA, on April 19, 1868, but moved at the age of 3 to Wallingford, Vermont, to be raised by his grandparents. In the forward to his autobiography My Road to Rotary, he credits the friendliness and tolerance he found in Vermont as his inspiration for the creation of Rotary.
Trained as a lawyer, Paul gave himself five years after his graduation from law school in 1891 to see as much of the world as possible before settling down and hanging out his shingle. During that time, he traveled widely, supporting himself with a great variety of jobs. He worked as a reporter in San Francisco, a teacher at a business college in Los Angeles, a cowboy in Colorado, a desk clerk in Jacksonville, Florida, a tender of cattle on a freighter to England, and as a traveling salesman for a granite company, covering both the U.S. and Europe.
Remaining true to his five-year plan, he settled in Chicago in 1896, and it was there on the evening of February 23, 1905, that he met with three friends to discuss his idea for a businessmen's club. This is commonly regarded as the first Rotary club meeting. Over the next five years, the movement spread as Rotary clubs were formed in other U.S. cities. When the National Association of Rotary Clubs held its first convention in 1910, Paul was elected president.
After his term, and as the organization's only president-emeritus, Paul continued to travel extensively, promoting the spread of Rotary both in the USA and abroad. A prolific writer, Paul wrote several books about the early days of the organization and the role he was privileged to play in it. 

These include The Founder of Rotary, This Rotarian Age and the autobiographical My Road to Rotary. He also wrote several volumes of Peregrinations detailing his many travels. He died in Chicago on January 27, 1947.

A.J. Singh introduced Lucy Del Valle  (305) 717-9937 our speaker of the week. 

Lucy is originally from San Lorenzo, Puerto Rico, raised in Boston, Massachusetts.

High School Valedictorian, and graduate of Harvard University with a BA in Psychology & Social Relations.

She is Health Services Coordinator for Miami-Dade, Broward and Monroe Counties and Public Relations for past 4 years of the Muscular Dystrophy Association–MDA. She is a Kendall resident, married, and mother of two teenagers. 

Lucy wanted to be an FBI agent because she loves to investigate. When she moved to Miami, she worked for Channel 6 in the Consumer Help Center. 

Muscular Dystrophy is a disease that ends the life of the patient. There are 43 different diseases associated with neuromuscular illness. It is sad to see people in the hospital with this disease since it is progressive and does not go into remission.  No one knows what causes it. Most people live 30 or 40 years with the disease. It’s not obvious but its there. No one is exempt from neuromuscular diseases, testing is available but is difficult to diagnose since there are more than 40 different types of diseases.

The MDA was organized in 1950 by relatives of children with Muscular dystrophy. The aim of this committed group of people was to raise money for research to find the causes of and treatment for neuromuscular diseases. Currently, MDA supports more research on neuromuscular diseases than any other private sector organization in the world. MDA spends about $60 million in services. Lucy coordinates the services therefore she knows where the money is going in this region. In addition to its national headquarters in Tucson, Arizona, MDA has more than 200 offices across the country. MDA operates 230 hospitals-affiliated clinics, which offer an interdisciplinary team approach toward initial diagnosis and follow up car. Locally, the University of Miami has 10 clinics that every month is full to the maximum with patients.

MDA’s services include medical examinations, genetic counseling, flu shots, support groups, summer camps for youngsters, and assistance with the purchase of and repair of wheelchairs (up to $2,000 towards the purchase of a $15,000 to $20,000 wheelchair), leg braces and communication devices. It cost $525 to send a child to a summer camp for a week.   The Association programs are funded almost entirely by individual private contributions, making the Association the world’s largest non-governmental sponsor of neuromuscular research. MDA seeks no government grants, is not founded by the United Way, nor does it accept fees from those it serves.
