GOVERNOR OF DISTRICT 6990

This joint meeting of five (out of the district’s 46) clubs at the Coral Gables Country Club included Coral Gables, Miami-Dadeland, Pinecrest, Miami Kendall, Miami Sundown, and South Miami.  

Tom Burnaw is a native of Springfield, MA.  His Rotary classification is Military Aviation.  He retired in 1995 at the rank of Captain following thirty years of public service as a career Coast Guard officer.  He served as a pilot of multi-engine patrol planes and rescue helicopters.  Later in his career he held senior-level position in aviation operations, program management, technical training, maintenance management, and aviation law enforcement.  He is the recipient of numerous military awards and decorations.  

Tom was invited to join Rotary fourteen years ago in 1988 and became a member in Elizabeth City, North Carolina.  He was very proud of this club’s fundraising of $22,000 for the hungry and scheduling of the Salvation Army bell ringers for Christmas.  There were 140 prominent members of this club.  

In 1991, he was transferred to Miami and served as a member of Miami-Kendall.  Then came Hurricane Andrew – he lived in Country Walk.  He is currently past president of the Weston club.  

Tom’s community involvement includes service on the Board for Albermarle Area United Way, the Elizabeth City and was honored with the key to the city!  He currently serves as a member of the Broward County School’s Partners in Education.  He and his wife Cheryl are youth mentors at Western High School.  

He is a multiple Paul Harris Fellow, Rotary Foundation Benefactor, Sustaining Member and recipient of three Club Rotarian of the Year Awards.  Rotary International honored him with the Four Avenues of Service Award.

Tom’s wife Cheryl is a native of St. Petersburg, FL.  They have one daughter Robyn, and two grandchildren, Chip and Cassie, who reside in Woodbridge, VA.  When not doing the work of Rotary, Tom enjoys fresh and saltwater fishing and smooth jazz.  

ELEMENTS OF A SUCCESSFUL CLUB:

· Membership, incorporating Global Quest’s goal of 1 new member per month with a net gain of 5 members – with 10% expected attrition – a formula fitting all clubs

· Projects reflective of community needs and communities of the world.  Tom’s first exposure to Rotary in NC, was in a club having no interaction with three local colleges or the high school, no youth exchange, no ambassadorial scholars, no GSE teams, no vocational or international service projects. No members were required to attend District Assembly or membership seminars. This was a dysfunctional club.  
· Contribute to the Foundation – The annual giving challenge for 2001-02 was $250,000 from 6770, for 2002-03 it’s been ratcheted up to $270,000 or $125 per capita.  Goal for Polio Plus is $80 per capita.

· Teach and train Rotary Leaders – each member is obligated to see that new members attend Rotary functions.  

Outside this country, people are fated to a life in poverty that equals a life sentence in a US prison.    In India, you can be born on the street, become a beggar, and die never breaking out of the cycle.  Rotary, in the third world, means fresh water, polio eradication, and a chance. 

To thank Tom for his leadership, the five clubs presented him with a Waterford clock.  The year is fresh but time is ticking away!
