Dr. Darrell Downs introduced our Speaker:  

Mr. Alan Koch, Sales Manager Real Estate Services for Experian

Alan Koch was the regional sales manager for CBA Information Services, a national credit reporting agency and Experian affiliate, headquartered in Cherry Hill, New Jersey. Alan is a published author. He wrote a chapter “Credit Reports and Credit Scoring” in the book “ Mortgage Banking and Residential Real Estate Finance”. Alan lives in Boca Raton, FL with his wife, Lyn and daughter, Shelby.

Alan informed us that there are three major credit repository companies. These companies are: Equifax, Experian (formerly TRW) and TransUnion. Higher credit scores indicate that a person has a higher chance at paying off a debt. Current past due on credit lowers your score more than a past due that occurred 3 or 4 years prior. It is important to note that a higher score also helps you get lower interest rates when borrowing money. It is very important to check your credit approximately every 6 months. Credit reports can be requested through the internet for as little as $9.00. Scores are used as a sign of weight and measure for lenders and creditors for it makes it an easy unbiased tool for quick processing.
