As you know one of the programs of Rotary International is RYLA the Rotary Youth Leadership Award. This is Rotary’s training program for young leaders that emphasizes leadership, citizenship and personal growth. 

Each year, thousands of young people take part in RYLA program worldwide.  Young people ages 14 to 30 chosen for their leadership potential attend an all-expenses-paid seminar, camp, or workshop to discuss leadership skills and to learn those skills through practice.

Ed educated us that the idea for RYLA came from a similar program of district 6990 called S4TL; Rotary International later on instituted it as an international program during the 1971 Rotary International convention in Sidney, Australia.

Our Speaker
Dan McCrea introduced our speakers of this week: Laurie Nuell and Laura Hunter. 

Laurie is the secretary of the Public Health Board of Trustees of Miami-Dade County on which she has served since 1997. Nuell has chaired several key committees of the PHT. A graduate of Tulane University with a Bachelor of Arts degree, Nuell holds a Master’s Degree in Social Work from Barry University.

A Miami native, Nuell contributes her time and services to other community boards and non-profit organizations in Miami-Dade County. Nuell is a member of Best Buddies International and Best Buddies Jobs and chairs the Carrollton School of the Sacred Heart Board of Trustees. She is also the proud mom of Elizabeth, Robert and Molly and is married to Stephen Nuell a Miami attorney.

Laura Hunter is Business Development Director at Jackson South Hospital, (formerly Deering Hospital) 

Jackson Memorial Hospital is the hub of a countywide health system that delivers unsurpassed medical care to anyone in need throughout Miami-Dade County –regardless of the patient’s ability to pay. There are 12 primary care centers that see more than 250,000 patients every year and focus on treatment, disease prevention and health maintenance services. Primary care centers also offer new, extended night and weekend hours. With the purchase of Deering Hospital and two other clinics 24 hours service and extended care is now possible, and the needs of the residents of South Miami-Dade are covered promptly.

There is a new study commissioned to the University of Florida to find out the number of uninsured people in Miami-Dade County by zip codes. The last study done in 1999 had 450,000 uninsured residents.  We will be invited to review the study when its available as well as to express our views about what health care needs are being met and which ones are not. A nation wide search for a new CEO for the Public Health Trust has resulted in the hiring of an outstanding individual that started a week ago.

PHT stands 

The trust is making a big effort to improve relationships with the community and to balance their budget. Efficiency in their operations is key for this large hospital system. Jackson South for instance has a 40% unfunded care, their emergency rooms are filled beyond capacity. 

To solve this problem they are looking at programs to expand this service and to educate residents on how to use primary care services vs. emergency room care.

They are also going to be more transparent in their relationship with UM. Everyone is invited to their meetings, as they are required by the sunshine law to be transparent in their meetings.
