Our Speaker
Dan McCrea introduced our speakers of this week: Mr. Carl A. Cira Director, Summit of the Americas Center (SOAC) Before joining FIU in 1999 Mr. Cira served for 15 years with the US Agency for International Development USAID in Latin America, most recently as a mission director in Bogota, Colombia.  He directed the first USAID Central America Regional Administration of Justice Program from 1985 to 1991, moving then to Chile as Southern Cone Justice Reform Advisor, and in 1993 to Bolivia to direct a politically sensitive USAID law and state reform program helping consolidate Bolivia’s democratic institutions and human rights protection. 

An Attorney, Mr. Cira also served for 12 years with the US Justice Department’s Antitrust Division and as Deputy Chief of its Foreign Commerce Section, dealing with international trade and competition policy issues. He represented DOJ at USTR, in Cabinet Trade Policy Committee working groups and International Trade Commission and Commerce Department fillings. His work also included diplomatic liaison on policy and enforcement issues with foreign embassies, trade ministries, and competition law agencies, including Japan, E.U., U.K., France, Germany, Canada, Australia, Mexico, OECD, and UNCTAD.

His academic experience includes positions as senior research scholar at FIU’s School of Public Affairs and as adjunct professor at Georgetown University Law Institute. He holds a J.D. from Boston College Law School.
SOAC
  A unit of the Latin America and Caribbean Center at Florida International University FIU. Since 1995, through research, conferences and publications, SOAC has promoted hemispheric integration, monitoring and interpreting the complex processes begun at the 1994 Summit by the region’s 34 elected presidents, advanced by the 1998 Santiago Summit and evolving toward the 2001 Quebec Summit. The current negotiations for a Free Trade Agreement of the Americas (FTAA) by 2005 are a central focus. It is a controversial process that in the past was conducted quietly by the USA governments and other countries governments. Most countries in these talks have joined the World Trade Organization WTO.

The countries are now discussing what the FTAA will do to our economies. Those who seriously question FTAA are concerned about its impact on our economy, also are important the labor issues and environmental regulations.  97% of the manufactured products from Latin America enter the USA duty free under unilateral agreements. Under the FTAA a new sets of rules and regulations will bind the countries signing it to enforce the treaty. 2004 is the final year for negotiations so far the US position is to get this process done fast which doesn’t have consensus from the other countries yet. Agricultural goods, intellectual property rights and labor issues are the main problems.

Another issue is deciding in which city will the FTAA headquarters will be located. Miami, Mexico City and Panama want to have this honor and are competing aggressively for it.
