50/50 RAFFLE:

Happy $ and the "money prize" are two different things. Happy $ is a fundraising effort to supplement the Club's contribution to the Rotary Foundation, with 100% of the funds collected going to the foundation. The "money prize" was a 50/50 raffle with 1/2 going to the club and 1/2 going to the winner. When it first began, tickets were sold for $1 each. However, as members slowed in their support, a decision was made to raise the price of lunch by $1 and include the cost of the raffle ticket in the price of the meal. This gave everyone a ticket & a chance to win; a win/win for the club and those in attendance. 

This worked well until the price of the meal was increased by the Faculty Club.  The above $1 increase was mostly absorbed by the cost of the meal. We never raised the price of the meal to compensate for the increase by the Faculty Club. Members of the club began donating their winnings back to the foundation. The net effect of this is that the Club broke even when the winner donated their winning to the Foundation, which happened in most cases. Otherwise, we lost 1/2 of the pot; not such a good deal for the Club. 

The NEW 50/50 RAFFLE works like this: 
The pot is initially seeded with $100. Say the Club sells $30 in raffle tickets at the door. 1/2 of the ticket sales or $15 goes directly into the club's treasury. A ticket is drawn and the winner immediately gets $7.50. The winner then gets to draw a card from the deck of cards. If the King of Hearts is drawn, the winner gets the $100 in the pot plus the remaining $7.50. If the King of Hearts is not drawn, the card drawn is torn up, and the remaining $7.50 is added to the pot. The pot is now worth $107.50 plus 1/4 of the following week's ticket sales. The pot continues to roll over in this fashion until someone finally draws the King of Hearts. The odds get better each week because the number of cards in the deck is reduced by one.  The ticket winner gets $7.50 (not $15) plus a chance to draw a card for the pot. The remaining $7.50 is added to the pot when it rolls over. 

Next week's pot is expected to be at least $129. Winners should keep their winnings as incentive for everyone to buy more tickets.

Anita was chosen Teacher of the Year from a pool of 19,000 Dade County teachers.   She has been with the public school system for more than fifteen years in various capacities.  Currently she teaches sixth grade language arts – gifted.  She is also a curriculum writer and teacher trainer, an adjunct professor at UM and Nova teaching courses in Holocaust studies, children’s literature, reading and gifted education.  

Unlike perceiving a classroom like a game of Survivor – where every player has no benefits and the goal is to escape harsh treatment, Anita looks at her profession as a privilege.  Working with children to prepare them for life’s challenges and seeing them achieve their dreams is her reason for teaching. Last year, Anita had 37 students in each class for a total of 180 students

SAD NEWS:

Florida dropped in rank from: 

· 39th to 43rd in the US for quality of education.  

· 26th to 29th in teacher’s pay in the US.

· Florida is 49th of 50th in per capita spending on students – AK is #50.  

· Florida is 40th for immediate household income. 

· 33rd in residents living below the poverty line.  

Yet, Florida is one of the nation’s richest states.  To keep up, Florida needs to recruit 162,000 teachers. Northern Florida loses teachers who cross state lines to work in AL and GA.  

This hole we’ve dug, is counterproductive for business – corporations move to an area based on the quality of the school system.

1. Get involved – hardly anyone shows up to political forums on education.

2. Vote to support education and write your legislators.

3. Impact a child by becoming a mentor.

4. Adopt a classroom or adopt a school.
