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 Rev. Pansy Graham introduced Today’s Speaker: Warren Zeiller- A Pre-History of South Florida 

“Warren Zeiller is a Rotarian at heart. Putting service above self is what he does best. While pursuing a Bachelor of Science Degree at Colorado State University, Warren Zeiller interrupted his studies to serve his country during the Korean War; spending four eventful years in the U.S. Navy Submarine Service. Warren returned, completed his B.S. Degree and went on to earn a Master’s Degree at Michigan State. In 1960 he joined the Miami Seaquarium as a diver and 25 years later he retired as V.P. and General Mgr. He spent another 10 yrs. with the Greater Miami Convention & Visitors Bureau. Mr. Zeiller has published 3 books on marine life. His forth, “a Pre-History of South Florida” has taken him 18 years to complete.” 

-Mr. Zeiller provided us with an interesting slide show presentation depicting Florida’s Pre-historic geography as well as fossils, arrowheads and pottery. Florida has a unique record-keeping tool in its sinkholes. Due to lack of oxygen, decay is slow allowing pieces of history to be locked in time. Monkey Jungle for example has a “Solution Hole” 

where animal remains have been found.

Warren illustrated an archaeological time-line of Florida’s tribal and Indian historical past including artifacts found at the Miami Circle. Early pottery can be distinguished by the fiber used such as Spanish moss. Around the year 2,000 B.C., people started making pottery in Florida! A time line can also be established using pieces of pottery as markers.
