    Victor Dover introduced our Speaker:  

Subrata Basu, AIA, AICP-  

Assistant Director for Planning Miami Dade County Department of Planning and Zoning.

-Subrata Basu has over thirty-four years of experience in both public and private sectors directly related to land planning development. Mr. Basu holds a Master of City and regional planning and a Master of Architecture from Ohio State University. He is a registered Architect in Florida and a member of the American Institute of Certified Planners. His past experience includes his role as a Project Planner with a joint venture firm of Kaiser Transit Group for the Station Area Design and Development program for the Miami Dade County’s Metro rail corridor.

Additionally Mr. Basu has served as Acting Public Works Director, Acting Development Director, City Architect, and as Assistant Public Works Director for the City of Coral Gables. In those positions Mr. Basu developed and implemented design plans to upgrade public facilities and to revitalize commercial and retail activities in downtown. As Assistant City Manager, Community Redevelopment Director for the City of South Miami, Mr. Basu has managed and directed all development and improvement projects. Mr. Basu has won numerous awards for his community service most notably having been awarded the 2002 “Public Service Award of the Year” by the Miami Chapter of American Institute of Architects.

Subrata discussed Miami Dade’s unique location sandwiched between two National Parks: Biscayne and Everglades create many challenges. These natural habitats need to be protected. Miami Dade is 2,000 sq. miles of which 22% is within an urban development area. 53 % is government-protected wetlands and parks. 17% is within the water conservation district. Only 5% is agriculture. Our population in 2000 was 2,253,362 and is growing daily. Subrata also discussed major issues that concern all of us such as: 1) How to accommodate projected growth for the next 15 years. 2) Coordination of land use and mass transit in order to be less dependent on our automobiles. 3) Potable water supply is being diminished. 4) Growth management. 5) Housing Affordability. 6) Preservation of Agriculture and Rural Areas. Protecting the quality of our water Supply.
