Our Speaker
Dan McCrea introduced our speakers of this week: Ms. Andrea Mercado Valle and Max Rameau.  A Brown University alum, Andrea was a 2003 Fulbright scholar in Brazil. She worked on the Brazilian campaign against the FTAA, where 10 million people voted in a plebiscite to stop the FTAA. She is now the Fair Trade Organizer at the Miami Workers Center a member of the South Florida for Fair Trade and Global Justice Coalition organizing the Miami-Dade FTAA education and outreach campaign. 

Max is a longtime community activist addressing issues including Haitian Refugee rights, police brutality rights restoration of ex-offenders and other issues.

OPOSING VIEWS ABOUT THE FTAA

Andrea and Max expressed their opinions about the negative effects on the US economy and unemployment rate that this agreement as proposed will have. 

One of the negative factors is that the negotiations are conducted in secrecy. Once the agreement is negotiated, by the end of 2005, it will be submitted to the US Congress for its approval or rejection. Congress will not be allowed to modify it. When approved all international treaties:

· Set the rules for trade.  

· Create courts and enforcement methods.

· Can overrule national, state and local laws

· Cover services and investment as well as trade in goods.

According to their group, the impact of the FTAA in the economy will be negative, as it will create a race to the bottom in wages, working conditions and labor rights. It will weaken environmental laws. Investor protection will shift power from the people to corporations, and will privatize essential public services.
