Program Chair Linda Kaplan introduced Milton L. Collins, Assistant Supervisor of Election for Miami-Dade County. Collins, who earned his undergraduate degree in Political Science and Management from Florida A&M University and Master of Science in Management from St. Thomas University, is responsible for the operations of the Voter Registration Division of the Election Board. As such, he is responsible for Voter Education and administering municipal and local elections.


Following the fiasco of the 2000 Presidential Elections, the department has spent $24.5 million to purchase 7200 touch-screen voting machines – 1000 of which are audio capable in three languages for the visually impaired.


Providing on-screen ballots in English, Spanish and Creole, the new system also has a portable feature to provide curbside voting for the physically handicapped.
