ANNOUNCEMENTS

Recognition was also paid to Roberto Abreu of South Miami Junior High , who thanked the Club for  continued support. Dan thanked Diana Phillips and Marty Rosen for their diligent work with the Interact Club.
Therol Voche made sure that we all had Invoices for Rotary dues.

Lydia White presented two tickets valued at $60.00 for a performance by the well known Cellist, Claudio Bohorquez at the Coral Gables Congregational Church. Otto Fuentes outbid Fabio Fernandez for the tickets. 

Ellen Book brought in cuttings from the Angel Trumpet plant. She told us the plant was highly toxic…  but convinced us that the beauty of the flower made it a worthwhile addition to our garden. We promised not to consume it in any form. 

Doug Weinman informed us that the new exchange student would be coming in on Friday at 6:15 P.M. He invited as many as can make it to be at the airport to extend a Rotary welcome to her. 

Ed Fischer reminded us that August is Rotary membership month and that sponsoring a new member is the thing to do.

Caroline Smith  introduced our Speaker:  

Jaclyn Merens, South Florida Director for the National Alliance for Autism Research. NAAR
Jaclyn has worked as a disability advocate for families in Florida for the past 17 years on the state and local community levels. She works closely with the autism community helping families to navigate the educational and social service system. 

She was instrumental in the development of the state wide Centers for Autism and Related Disabilities and has been a Constituency Board Member for the University of Miami CARD Center for the past 11 years. 

As Director for the past three years of  the South Florida NAAR region, she has helped volunteers to raise over $1.5 million dollars through their “Walk F.A.R. for NAAR” WALK-A-THON PROGRAM. The money raised from this program and others help to fund biomedical research into the causes, better treatments and with perseverance, one day a cure for Autism. She believes that through biomedical research, answers will be found to help her son, who is profoundly affected by Autism. 

Ms. Merens informed us that Autism is a complex brain disorder – a malfunction, where signals don’t go where they are supposed to go. Up to 50 children per day are diagnosed with autism in the U.S. And this neurological disorder often remains undetected for up to the first 3 years of a child’s life. Scientists are continuing to work hard to find the genetic connection. 

We learned that more than one child can be affected in a family and because the autistic child is so difficult to handle, this often causes break up in a marriage. There is currently no known cure and it could cost up to $40.000 per year for treatment.

NAAR was started in 1994, by parents who had children with autism who became concerned with the limited amount of funding that was available for this currently incurable illness. 

NAAR is the first non-profit organization in the country dedicated to funding and accelerating biomedical research and science based approaches that seek to determine the causes, prevention, effective treatments and ultimately a cure for autism spectrum disorders. 

$21 million dollars have been raised to date to fund research and last year almost 5000 walked in Miami and raised $365,000.00.

In answer to a question raised by Dan with regard to insurance coverage for autism, we learned that insurance companies don’t cover those affected because they consider Autism a mental illness and not the neurological disorder that it is.
