Our Speaker
Dan McCrea introduced our speakers of this week: Mr. John Ise.  Mr. Ise is currently the executive director of South Florida Jobs with Justice, a coalition of labor community and religious organizations. He is active with the Community Coalition for a Living Wage and organized the effort in Broward County. Mr. Ise also served for a catholic non-governmental organization in Port-au-Prince, Haiti and was a Peace Corps volunteer in the Dominican Republic. After graduating from the University of Dayton in 1992, he served on the staff of congressman Tony P. Hall of Ohio. 

LIVING WAGES VS. MIMIMUM WAGES

The current federal minimum wage of $5.15 an hour has not kept up with the rising cost of living. The federal minimum wage is now at a lower level than it was in 1950, adjusted for inflation. As a result, more low-wage workers are increasingly stressed in making ends meet. They often double or triple-up to meet their housing needs, rely on food banks to feed their families and whose only health care is often the emergency room when sick.

This plight of the working poor has been all but invisible in public debate, a national grassroots movement led by community, religious and labor groups has quietly taken hold in 100 local governments throughout the country, including Miami-Dade county, and the city of Miami Beach.

Generally, living wages ordinances (Miami-Dade County passed this ordinance in 1998) require local governments and those contractors who do substantial work for local government to pay their worker 110 percent of the federal poverty line for a family of four, or just over $18,500 a year $7.60 an hour.

Different communities require different laws, but in the end, the real issue in the Living Wage movement is summed up in one word—dignity. Work needs to be a ladder out of poverty, not a trap. As Key West native Barbara Ehrenreich wrote in her book on the working poor Nickel and Dimed “The working poor as they are approvingly termed, are in fact the major philanthropist of our society. They live in substandard housing so that other homes will be shiny and perfect; they endure privation so that inflation will be low and stock prices high. To be a member of the working poor is to be an anonymous donor, a nameless benefactor to everyone else.”
