Today’s Speaker



Program Chair Linda Kaplan introduced Alyce M. Robertson, Assistant Director of Miami-Dade County Environmental Resources Management (DERM). Robertson, earned undergraduate degrees in Spain and Portugal and her Masters of Public Administration at Indiana University. 


Alyce spoke of the County’s Adopt-a-Tree program. A 1996 study showed how Hurricane Andrew decimated the “tree canopy” for Dade County. At 10% compared to the national average of 30% - 40%. The study also pointed to development issues as well as the destruction of over 500,000 trees by the department of Agriculture’s Citrus Canker Eradication Program as contributing factors.


As a result, the County applied for a $3.5 million grant and was awarded $6 million to plant trees and restore Dade’s Canopy.

Under the resulting Adopt-a-Tree program, Single-family and duplex property owners are eligible to receive two trees at no cost. To date, 9,000 trees have been distributed at periodic events where property owners collect their trees after a brief educational program on planting, spacing and species.
