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 Reverend Pansy Graham introduced Today’s Speaker: Mrs. Thelma Gibson
Mrs. Gibson, President of the T.R. Gibson Memorial Fund is a native of Miami and a graduate of George Washington High School and  Saint Agnes School of Nursing, Saint Augustine’s College in Raleigh, NC.  Mrs. Gibson regaled us with stories of life in Coconut Grove during a period of time when segregation was a way of life.  More importantly, she explained to us the purpose of the Thelma Gibson Health Initiative, which is to address the health and education challenges encountered by families in underserved communities.  Their services include HIV/AIDS  counseling and testing programs, substance abuse counseling and treatment programs and a Health Navigation for Elders program which assists elders with health concerns, food, medication, benefits, transportation, etc.  They also have a Coconut Grove Girls Group which provides counseling and self-esteem building activities for middle school age girls.  They currently own land on Grand Avenue in Coconut Grove and hope to build a school there in the future.  Mrs. Gibson reiterated that not only is it their objective to help educate, but also to help students learn how to manage their money.  She spoke of the importance of service and how she is looking forward to celebrating her 80th birthday in December 2006.  She left us with a parting bit of advice:  There’s nothing like giving of oneself to help people.
