Ilian graduated Magna Cum Laude from Brown University with a B.A. in International Relations and French studies. She will be studying at the University of the Basque country in Bilbao, Spain.

Arriana is a graduate of Gulliver preparatory school and is a senior at Wellesley College. She will be a studying design at the Academia Italiana in Florence, Italy.

Ilian and Arriana informed us that the Ambassadorial Scholarship Program supports the mission of the Rotary Foundation to further world understanding and peace by increasing awareness of cultural differences, instilling in scholars the idea of service above self, encouraging the development of leaders who can address humanitarian needs, and fostering a lasting association between Rotary and it’s scholars. Rotary’s emphasis on the need for scholars to embrace humanitarian commitments is in keeping with the need to understand the complexities of a rapidly globalizing world.

Rotarian Scholars are versed in diplomacy and tact when facing political questions and anti American sentiments.

To be eligible to become an ambassadorial scholar you must have at least two years of undergraduate studies, have a high GPA and must be able to speak the language of the sponsoring country. There are four scholars from our district and must commit to give 36 speeches abroad and locally. Three essays and three interviews are required as prerequisites.

                      Topic: Elections

“How many of you cherish your constitutional right to vote?” Answer:” We do not have a constitutional right to vote. The federal government delegates voting rights to the states, which in turn is, delegated to the counties which have little federal laws to abide by.”

Dan also informed us that in 2001 as a result of the presidential election debacle, punch cards were banned which led Miami Dade to spend 25 million dollars on the new “state of the art” voting machines. Unfortunately, the contract that was executed by the county was very poor, granting the manufacturer almost no accountability. It has been proven that the software has serious flaws when an audit is requested. The manufacturer is currently implementing a “patch” or repair for the software program logic. In the 2002 primary there was yet another debacle in which it was found that a disproportionate amount of African Americans were disenfranchised. The Miami Dade Reform Coalition met with the ACLU, NAACP and the League of Women Voters to address the problem. Among other initiatives, Dan and the coalition have been spearheading a paper trail requirement to restore accountability and trust in our electoral process. For more information please visit:
