Ms. Peña has been serving as chair of Save, Inc. since June 2001. The campaign, Save Dade, recently changed its name to Say NO to Discrimination.  Their opponent, Take Back Dade, is now known as Say YES to Children. These confusing names may cause voters to chose in error on County Question #14 on the ballot.

According to the August 27, 2002 Miami Herald article by Karl Ross, at “the Sept. 10 referendum, Miami-Dade voters will decide whether to repeal a provision in the County Code that extends protections against discrimination to gay men and lesbians. The amendment, added to the county's human rights ordinance in 1998, prohibits housing and job discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation.”

The election problem is just the latest for Say YES to Children (Take Back Miami-Dade). Earlier this month, four people involved with the group's petition drive were arrested. Two were charged with falsely claiming to witness petition signatures that were either faked or not signed in front of them, while two others were accused of illegally notarizing their own signatures

Opponents of the repeal effort say the newfound problems, while seemingly small on their own, tell a larger story about Say YES’s campaign. They come just days after several arrests alleging fraud in Say YES’s petition drive.

The lack of compliance in Say YES's treasurer's reports are just one example of their disregard for the law in their attempt to legalize discrimination,'' Ms. Peña stated emphatically.
