Kermit Wyche is the Marketing & Special Projects Coordinator for the Jackson Health System.  Kermit graduated from Morehouse College in Atlanta, Georgia with a Banking and Finance degree.  He subsequently attended the University of Miami and earned his MBA.  Kermit began his career with IBM before accepting the position of Marketing Director for the Jackson Memorial Hospital Health Plan and then moving to his current position as Marketing & Special Projects Coordinator.  Kermit and his wife April have two children, Kaela and Kristopher.
Kermit gave us an overview of Jackson Memorial Hospital which is affiliated with the University of Miami School of Medicine.  JMH is the largest hospital in the United States with a billion dollar budget and ranks in the top 100 hospitals for quality of service in various areas, according to a recent US News and World Report survey.  It is dedicated to providing service to MiamiDade residents regardless of whether they are impoverished or wealthy.  JMH also serves as the primary care facility for the President of the United States when he is in MiamiDade county.  JHM receives its funding through a half percent sales tax surcharge in the county.  This contributes approximately 10-20% of the annual budget.  The balance of the budget comes from Medicaid and primary care plan providers.  JMH operates two hospitals, 12 primary care centers, 3 mobile care units and is currently in discussions with a local hospital as to how they can collaborate on community service needs.  JMH has been in existence for 84 years and has grown to be one the greatest hospital centers in the world.  We are indeed fortunate to have this facility in our community.
