Topic: Alzheimer’s disease and the Aladdin Trial

Alzheimer’s affects more than 4.5 million people in the United States, and according to a new study published in the May 11 edition of Neurology, that number will increase 44 percent by 2025. Currently, no cure or treatment that halts its progression exists for Alzheimer’.

 Alzheimer's disease involves the progressive destruction of the brain's nerve cells that impairs memory, thinking, language, and behavior; it, ultimately, is fatal. The disease affects one in 10 Americans older than age 65, and nearly half of those 85 or older. The onset of Alzheimer s is typically gradual, with the first signs often attributable to old age or ordinary forgetfulness. In its later stages, Alzheimer's disease leads to dementia and, eventually, death. People with the disease live an average of eight years after diagnosis, although some may live for as many as 20 years.

   As men and women mature into their 60s, there is an age-related increase in gonadotropins (luteinizing hormone [LH] and follicle stimulating hormone [FSH]), which occurs normally with the loss of reproductive function during aging. This increase is thought to drive brain cells into defective replication process that may lead to Alzheimer's disease. The ALADDIN Trial will assess the efficacy and safety of leuprolide acetate compared to placebo on cognitive function in men with Alzheimer's disease.

   To determine if leuprolide acetate reduces gonadotropin levels, thereby slowing or stopping progression of the disease, a similar clinical research trial has completed enrollment, interim data will soon become available to analyze the effectiveness of the drug in women with mild-to-moderate Alzheimer's disease. The results of that study, combined with data from the ALADDIN Trial, may validate the brain cell replication hypothesis, as well as leuprolide's safety and effectiveness as an Alzheimer's treatment.

   The trial is being sponsored by Voyager Pharmaceutical Corp., based in Raleigh, N.C. Voyager is a specialty pharmaceutical company dedicated to finding cures for major age-related diseases. Alzheimer's is its initial focus.
