Our Speaker

Steve Beck, president of the Miami-Kendall Rotary Club introduced Mr. Carlos Alvarez Director Metropolitan Sheriff for Miami-Dade Police Department.

Mr. Alvarez was born in Cuba and came to the USA in 1960. Since then he has been living in the South Florida area. A graduate of FIU with a bachelor in business administration. He entered the police department in 1976 and has held a position in every rank in those 20 years before being appointed by the Miami-Dade manager as police director in 1997. (In 1966 by voter mandate, the sheriff was no longer an elected position and non-elected sheriff were appointed by the County Manager as “Director of the Public Safety and Sheriff of the Metropolitan Dade County”)

The Miami-Dade police department has a workforce of 5,000 sworn officers and civilians. It is the largest police department in the Southeastern United States. The department has a budget of $425 millions. A budget larger than Miami-Dade County’s bureaucracy. Their mission statement is similar to our 4-Way Test. 

Integrity, Respect, Service, Fairness.

The department has a crime lab second to none in the country, including the federal crime laboratories, all financed with forfeited money from drug trafficking arrests.

Mr. Alvarez is very proud that under his tenure as director violent crimes have been reduced by about 44%. Armed robberies are down 50%. This reduction was accomplished by two factors. A strategy of focusing on career criminals to take preventive actions, and a change in the law in 1995 that makes it mandatory for convicted offenders to serve a minimum of 80% of their sentence in jail. 

Other significant change of the last 6 years is the change in the mindset of the officers. Before, the mentality was one of People vs. Officers. Today is focused more in the officer becoming one with the community and emphasizing the service in their mission statement. 

The police department is facing many challenges as the county grows and new cities are chartered. The Department provides new police service to these new cities as it takes some time to get a qualified police department up and running. One in 20 applicants is admitted into the Police Academy and typically, of 40 students only 35 graduate.

They are also facing the challenges of new budgets and they are preparing for the Free Trade Area of the Americas demonstrations that are scheduled for when the FTAA representatives meet here the third week of November of this year.
