The Children’s Trust Vote on 9/10/02
THE HERALD RECOMMENDS

MIAMI-DADE COUNTY QUESTION

The Children's Trust is an investment, not a tax. Voters should say Yes to County Question No. 13. 

We invest for retirement, a child's college education, even for a car to get to work and earn a living. These are quality-of-life investments. So, too, is the Children's Trust. The Trust will pay back in healthier, better-educated kids, less juvenile crime, fewer teen mothers and other social dividends for years to come. 

Voting Yes will create a special-taxing district that will have the authority to collect property taxes - up to 50 cents for every $1,000 of taxable property - to fund children's services. Seven other Florida counties already have such dedicated funds, including Palm Beach and Broward. 

* Palm Beach's 16-year-old effort was so successful that voters doubled the tax to $1 for every $1,000 of taxable property. The county invested in affordable childcare, after-school and mentoring programs, and more. Results have been impressive: declining rates of infant mortality, teen pregnancies and juvenile delinquency. A newer program is modeled on successful programs in other states that have reduced child abuse. It offers new mothers a home-nurse visit. 

* Broward, too, has had successes. Its Children's Services Council has funded school-based healthcare and programs for special-needs children; it partnered with the Florida Department of Children & Families to recruit foster and adoptive parents; and it received $550,000 in federal funding to promote Kidcare, a low-cost health insurance for children. 

* Miami-Dade's needs are even greater. A 2000 study found that 103,000 children have no healthcare coverage. Quality, affordable childcare is difficult to find. Less than half of the public-school ninth graders in 1996-97 graduated with a diploma four years later, leaving the other half at risk of becoming delinquent, pregnant, addicted or welfare-dependent. 

The Children's Trust would change this picture. Its cost is modest: $37.50 a year for a homeowner with a $100,000 house. That produces $55 million annually. A 33-person board representing key children’s' groups, government, civic and business sectors would be accountable for the spending and results. Moreover, the Trust will sunset in 2008 unless voters decide otherwise. 

Two major studies have shown that every dollar invested in early-childhood services saves $7 in future costs for special education, crime and welfare - an enormous economic and human boost over the long haul. Voters should invest in children to make this county more livable and prosperous. 

On County Question No. 13, The Herald recommends a YES vote.
