 Dr. Darrell Downs introduced our speaker:  

Carolyn Smith- Insurance Broker

Topic: Home Insurance and Coverage.

Carolyn informed us that Insurance companies work by a transfer of risk. They take money in the form of premiums. When many claims are paid out, the pool of funds as a whole are depleted and premiums are raised to make up the difference.

Insurance agents are in the middle between the insurance company and their customers and work with both to bring business to the company while at the same time making sure their customers receive service and information regarding their policy. The insurance company dictates coverage. 

For example insurance companies have been taking away certain coverage as a result of hurricane Andrew. For example insurance companies no longer cover pool screens, repainting of your home nor being bitten by a cat.

Eventually, insurance companies will not cover you unless you have Miami-Dade county approved hurricane shutters or windows.

It is recommended that your coverage should be $100/square ft. of residential living space with 20% loss of use. For example if your home is worth $200,00, up to $40,000 will be the loss of use paid to you.
