 Ed Fischer introduced our speaker: 

The Honorable Jorge Lomanaco, Consul General of Mexico

 Topic: Trade Relations between   South Florida and Mexico.

Mr. Jorge Lomanaco has been involved in diplomatic service for 13 years and has served in Washington, DC as well as in London. Mr. Lomanaco is married and has two kids.

Mr. Lomanaco informed us that embassies are located in the nations capital and deal primarily with federal governments. Consulates are more in tune with local governments and are involved with establishing cultural ties. Mexico has 45 consulates throughout the US making us the country with the most Mexican Consulates. Canada has the second most amounts of Mexican Consulates.

Mexican consulates lobbied heavily for the NAFTA agreement. Five hundred thousand Mexicans live in Florida with only 10% of those living in Miami Dade County making them the silent minority. Cubans, Puerto Ricans and Mexicans respectively make up the largest segments in Miami Dade. Florida has been attracting many Mexicans by providing jobs. Recently there has been an influx of professionals and businesses arriving from Mexico.

There has been a shift in thinking with regards to foreign agriculture. Ten years ago NAFTA was rejected for fear that Floridians would lose to agriculture from foreign countries. It is now evident that consumers are the big winners when artificial trade barriers are removed.

Something special is happening in Miami for it is fast becoming the “Hong Kong of the Americas”. For example, in 2002 Florida-Mexico trade reached a record 2.3 Billion dollars representing a 50% increase from 1998. President Bush led the largest trade union that has ever visited Mexico. Naples, Fort Meyers and W. Palm Beach have the largest concentration of Mexicans in Florida.
