RETIRED PRINTER TURNED AUTHOR
South Miami, A Town Where Everybody Knew Your Name

SMALL TOWN REVISITED: AUTHOR SHARES HISTORY

Looking at South Miami today, it would be hard to guess the city was once so sleepy that residents would close off U.S. 1 on Friday nights for a fish fry. Or that a place that now has 10,000-plus residents once had a single police officer and a single firefighter. 

But that's the South Miami that Edward M. Longo portrays in his recently published book South Miami: A Town Where Everyone Knew Your Name. 

The autobiographical memoir Longo paints a historical picture of a forgotten town and a forgotten era.  ``I wrote the book on South Miami because I didn't want people to forget the founders, the people that really made this town what it is today,'' said Longo, 68, who now lives in Kendall. 

Longo grew up in South Miami - which was originally called Larkins - and lived in the city for 28 years. He said he wants people to know what it was like to grow up in a small community, and he does that by telling personal stories combined with a little history. 

The book includes tidbits like the town being so small that it was impossible to get away with anything as a kid. If he got into any trouble, his parents had usually heard about it before he got home. 

Longo says all the stories in the book are true, based on his history research and his own experiences.  Born in New York, Longo came to the area at 13 months old because his grandfather had a hand injury and doctors recommended the Florida climate. 

Today, he feels he is an ``expert'' on the city, and said many people don't know the history behind what is now a popular community. 

Longo spent five years on the work. And now that the book has been published, he said family and friends think he is a ``Hemingway.'' ``I'm very proud of him,'' said Maggie Rivera, Longo's daughter.  Rivera said she finds it hard to imagine the South Miami her dad describes. 

Recently, South Miami Mayor Julio Robaina invited Longo to a commission meeting, where he talked about the book and city pioneers. ``Speaking before the commission, I felt like I was a `know-it-all,' '' Longo said. ``On the wall were photos of all the mayors I knew personally.'' 

Robaina said he invited Longo because he seemed to be a sincere person wanting to share the history of South Miami.  ``He is a wonderful individual,'' Robaina said. 

But that was not all the accolades for the author. Longo had another moment of fame when he appeared in a local segment on NBC 6 and was interviewed by Bob Mayer.  In addition, Longo did something he never dreamed. He called former U.S Attorney General Janet Reno and left her a message, hoping that she would be interested in his book.  To his surprise, Reno called back. 

``I never dreamed she would answer my call,'' Longo said.  According to Longo, he and Reno both went to Coral Gables High School - called Ponce de Leon High at that time.  In his book he refers to Reno as the school's most famous student and calls himself its ``worst student.'' 

Longo is now retired, but he said he has always been interested in writing - and rewriting.  That's why he'll be printing a new edition of the book soon. Although he feels fortunate for the way the book came out, he said he needs a newer edition to include things that were left out.
