             Dr. Darrell Downs introduced our speaker: 

Dr. John Raffell - Dentist

 Topic: All you ever wanted to know about dentistry but were afraid to ask

Dr. Raffell has been in family practice for the past 22 years. Having graduated with a Bachelor of Science degree in chemical engineering he then saw a movie that changed his life. Dr. Raffell showed us a film clip from the play/movie, Little Shop of Horrors. The song and dance act by Steve Martin “I’ll be a Dentist”, inspired Dr. Raffell to become one.

Dr. Raffell remembers that as a 5-year-old boy he went to the dentist and bit him. Unfortunately for that particular dentist young Dr. Raffell was not given an explanation as to why the dentist attempted to put his hand in his mouth. Dr. Raffell realized that people’s greatest fear of going to the dentist can be diminished if the dentist explained the procedure and made sure you felt comfortable.

Dental phobia can be controlled by a variety of techniques, which include:

· Dental patches

· Headphones & video glasses

· Electrical anesthesia

· Laughing gas- nitrous oxide

Dental patches are used to numb the site of an injection. Headphones and video games provide entertainment while a procedure is being done.

Electrical anesthesia helps block the pain receptors by using electrical currents. The patient may adjust these electrical impulses depending on the degree of pain.

Periodontal disease can go into your arteries to cause arterial sclerosis. It has also been proven that 25% of patients that suffer from heart disease and diabetes have had or continue to have periodontal disease showing a correlation. Women with periodontal disease have a high incidence of pre-term low weight babies. Currently these germs, which originate in the mouth, are now being linked to Alzheimer’s.

Dr. Raffell left us with an important and simple advice and that is to periodically wash your toothbrush with germicidal soap since it is known that toothbrushes harbor germs.
