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  Rev. Pansy Graham introduced Today’s Speaker: Past Pres. & Past Dist. Gov. Roy Gonas
Topic: Mothering the Rotary Club of Nassau

Roy is an attorney specializing in international law. He is married to Dr. Roslyn Smith and is the proud father of two grown sons. Roy received his Bachelors of Science Degree from Indiana State University and his Doctorate of Jurisprudence from Cumberland School of Law.  In addition, Roy studied international law in London and at The Hague Academy of International Law.
Roy confided with us that he was honored to share the podium with a wonderful past president, Bruce Higley. Bruce, who as president during 1961-62, lead our club through one of the most historical events in our club’s history. Roy took us back in time to 1926 London, England where two Rotarians had a conversation, which began a change of attitude. This change started to permeate during a time when British colonies branched out around the world. Their idea was to create Rotary clubs throughout the British Empire and by 1946 London had initiated 103 clubs. Although it had been a vision, Nassau unfortunately was not one of them until Bruce Higley became our club president. As many may recall, the sixties was a turbulent and violent time in our nations history. Racist attitudes and unequal treatment of African Americans was in the forefront of American politics and many Rotary clubs did not want to be involved in helping out an interracial club in Nassau. This was also a time when women were not allowed as members. Bruce, true to his beliefs, worked to organize commitments from Nassau, London and as many local clubs as possible. He then picked fellow club member Leroy RE Talcot to be chairman of the Rotary Club of Nassau founding committee. The fact that Talcot had a private airplane had a lot to do with his choice for many flights were necessary in order to visit government and business leaders. He also picked fellow club member Alden Tibbetts. On November 14, 1961 the Rotary Club of Nassau had its inaugural meeting. Many members of our club went by ship to attend the meeting and the festivities, which followed this much-anticipated event. Dignitaries were present along with an honor guard in full uniform and on January 19, 1962 the Rotary Club of Nassau was official.
