             Dr. Darrell Downs introduced our speaker: 
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 Dulcie “Cookie” Stevens- FIU Head Coach of Women’s Volleyball Team

Topic: FIU Women’s Volleyball

Dulcie “Cookie” Stevens received her bachelor’s degree in Liberal Arts from FIU in 1981 and earned a master’s degree in Physical Education from Nova Southeastern University in 1989. Stevens and her husband, Peter, have two children; Sam, who will be entering his sophomore year at Ohio State, and Tyler, a member of the US Youth National Team who will be entering his senior year at Westminster Christian High School.
Coach Stevens came to FIU in 1999 having already established herself as a champion amongst volleyball coaching circles. She inherited a team that had gone 4-21 a year before in it’s first season in the Sun Belt Conference, and within three seasons, lived up to her reputation by claiming a SBC title, an NCAA appearance and two coach of the year titles. The 2001 season saw Stevens’ Golden Panthers accumulate 24 wins, the most for FIU since becoming a Division 1 program in 1987, including the Sun Belt’s first, and only, NCAA Tournament victory (3-0 vs. UCF) 

Coach Stevens carefully examines the personality traits and characteristics of her athletes in order to place them in key positions. By her analysis of their individual differences she can better help them work better as a team.

Coach Stevens classifies each personality as an animal for example: Lions, Golden Retrievers, Beavers and Otters.

Lions are usually bossy and have leadership qualities;

Golden Retrievers follow orders and are faithful;

Beavers are industrious and are organized;

Otters are playful and full of energy.

Coach Stevens introduced three of her lovely athletes, which allowed us the pleasure of their company. These students were: Lauren Stahoski,  Laura Vogel and Dyionna Smith all of which maintain a minimum GPA of 3.5.
