Our Speaker

Dan McCrea introduced our speaker of this week Al Crespo.

He is a freelance photojournalist and film producer who lives in Miami. His photos have appeared in numerous newspapers and magazines, and he was for a time a contract photographer for the Associated Press where he was part of the team that covered the Elian Gonzalez story.

During the 2000 Democratic Convention in Los Angeles, he was one of a number of protesters and news media who were shot with rubber bullets by Los Angeles police. He became the lead plaintiff in, Al Crespo, et al. vs. The City of Los Angeles, et al., which resulted in the City of Los Angeles and its police department revamping the policies and procedures related to the right of the media to cover incidents designated as “unlawful assemblies” by the police.

Protest in the Land of Plenty  is his first book. Only out a short time, the book has garnered a number of positive reviews. Heidi Schlumpf, Associate editor of U.S. Catholic magazine has said about the book that, “Protest in the Land of Plenty” is so moving, it may inspire people to take to the streets. Crespo’s provocative images truly capture the spirit that motivates Americans to “speak for the voiceless,” as Archbishop Oscar Romero says. Our country would do well to pay attention to them.

Crespo was featured earlier this year on C-SPAN’s Book TV/ he is currently organizing a traveling exhibition of his photographs to go across the country to universities and libraries, and in addition, he is planning an exhibition of photographs that will take place in Miami in early November prior to the FTAA protests. He will be at this year’s Miami Book Fair.

Al Crespo in his book, has documented protest in America regardless of the political orientation of the people protesting.

Many people believed that it had past the time of protest in America, and that it was an ineffective way to influence public policy.

A paradigm shift occurred during Seattle’s WTO Conferences in 1999 where more than 40 thousand people demonstrated.  After Seattle, there were protests against WTO in Washington, DC and in Quebec, Canada.

This year WTO talks will be held in Miami in November 17th through the 23rd .

He estimates a smaller number of protesters in Miami due to the following:

Logistics: It takes 7 hours to drive the State of Florida, and the public transportation system is not adequate.

The State lacks a strong Labor representation .
