Ed Fischer was called to the podium by our District Governor, Owen Freed who proceeded to ceremoniously recognize and award him with the Paul Harris pin (with three saphires). Congratulations Ed!!!
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   Former President and past Assistant Gov. Dan McCrea introduced Today’s Speaker:
District Governor Owen Freed.

“Owen S. Freed has become the first governor of District 6990 who is also an alumnus of the Rotary Foundation as an Ambassadorial Student, thus starting his association with Rotary before actually becoming a Rotarian. After spending his junior year at the University of Honduras, in Tegucigalpa and becoming fluent in Spanish, it was natural for him to be interested in continuing his studies in a Latin American country. In January, 1957, Owen entered the University of Miami School of Law, recieving his law degree in 1960. Opening as a sole practitioner, he was fluent in Spanish and well acquainted with the legal procedures of Latin America. He was one of only five bi-lingual lawyers in Dade County, Owen immediately attracted a large clientele of recently arrived Cuban exiles.”

Owen recognized our club for the outstanding contributions we have made through the various projects we are currently involved in. He shared with us that his son played ball at Murray Park better known as the South Miami Community Center which will be the recipient of our Bicentennial sports field lighting project.

Owen also shared with us how Rotary has made a difference in bringing about peaceful resolutions to many issues. For example, he recalled a long standing border dispute between two towns, one in Uruguay and the other in neighboring Brazil. Rotary clubs were established in each of the towns and shortly thereafter the bordering street was named Paul Harris Blvd. Needless to say the border disputes ended.
