            Dr. Darrell Downs introduced our speaker: 

Kathleen McInerney- President of Career Edge, Inc.

Topic: Changing Job Market
Kathleen McInerney is President of Career Edge, Inc, a career-consulting firm based in Key Biscayne, Fl. Before founding Career Edge in 1999, Ms. McInerney spent 23 years in leadership positions in the corporate world. Ms McInerney was Director of Patient and Family Services at VITAS Healthcare Corporation, a $240M for-profit hospice company. From 1986 to 1996, Ms. McInerney was director of education and staff development for Carolina’s Healthcare system, an $800M multi-site healthcare system in Charlotte, N. Carolina.

Kathleen shared with us that she started out ironing and washing nurse’s uniforms and decided one day that she preferred to wear the nurse’s uniform instead. She studied diligently and graduated as a nurse where she began her career climb. 

Kathleen informed us that within the last four years (since Bush took office) 1.6 million jobs have left the U.S. permanently. Where before one could reasonably expect to retire with a gold watch from a company, today’s long term employment is one to two years. Corporations are in constant change and restructuring which creates uncertainty. Loss of brand power has also been attributed to the changing job market. For example, Chlorox is bleach and Excedrin or Bayer is aspirin, which are being sold in their generic form by many companies. 

FAO Schwartz, the toy store, is coming out of bankruptcy by providing a niche for expensive toys as opposed to competing against K-Mart and Toy’s R US. This is a prime example of being willing to change in order to survive.

Therefore, the best way to assure marketability is to become like an “all terrain vehicle” in terms of career preparation. It is also very important to learn a second language such as Spanish or Mandarin Chinese. Credentials play an important role in helping people become marketable particularly as one gets older.

Kathleen closed her speech by informing us that “we Americans need to hone our skills in order to be competitive in the global marketplace”.
