CRAFT TALK: Deborah Waks:

As a lawyer, Debby covers guardianships, estates, entertainment, probate, and wills.  Never told in law school that she also needed to be a psychiatrist and a social worker. While her preference isn’t guardianships, its effect on the lives of minors, the elderly, the developmentally or physically disabled is huge.  Florida law dictates that any minor wining a lawsuit over $10,000 (soon to be $15,000) requires a guardianship to set up for their investments.  When a developmentally disabled person turns 18, a 393 guardianship must be established so that an adult can remain as the surrogate for medical/financial decision-making.  Trying to allow the person the most dignity as possible is Debby’s goal.  However, many times the elderly are frightened and not willing to ask for help turning the situation into an adversarial one.

Jack Drury is a fellow Rotarian residing in Fort Lauderdale with his wife, four children and eight grandchildren.  He joined this organization after a successful advertising career with such clients as AMEX, State of FL and Blockbuster Video.  

The Wheelchair Foundation, a nonprofit that was launched in June 2000 by former Seattle Seahawks owner Ken Behring, has delivered more than 33,000 new wheelchairs to about 75 different countries since its inception.   

The foundation estimates that 100 million to 130 million disabled people need wheelchairs, but fewer than 1 percent own or have access to them. In developing countries, dependence falls heavily on family or friends to get around--others are forced to crawl or simply never leave their homes. 

The foundation gives many disabled people their first chance to gaining some independence in their lives. Eighteen months ago, Rotary Int’l began to endorse this program.  The efforts of Rotary clubs from about 25 countries have helped the foundation deliver roughly 10,000 wheelchairs, according to Chris Lewis, director of marketing and fundraising and son of Muscular Dystrophy Chairman Jerry Lewis

There are 7 models of chairs: 5 sizes for adults and 2 for children.  They are manufactured in China.  240 chairs = 1shipping container worth $36,000.  $150 ships a wheelchair anywhere in the world.  In the US, Medicaid only provides the elderly with short-term wheelchair rentals.
