Topic: Miami-Dade County General Bond Issue & Building a Better Community.
Ms. Musto received her Master of Arts Degree in Communications from the University of Miami and has had extensive experience in communication in both corporate and public sectors. Her broad based background includes: media relations, marketing, advertising, issues management, government relations, internal communications, TV/video, publications, graphics, events planning, speechwriting, newspaper reporting/editing and commercial film, TV and print industries. Her management positions reflect an increasing scope of responsibility in addition to adjunct teaching experience at University of Miami and Florida International University.

Ms. Musto informed us of the 8 Bonds that will be before voters on November 2nd. The Building Better Communities bond program will appear on the ballot as a series of eight questions. 

1). Expanded water, sewer and flood control systems-              $378 million

2). New & Renovated Parks & Recreational Facilities- $680 million

3). Neighborhood & Public Infrastructure- $353 million.

4). Upgrade to Public Safety Buildings- $341 million.

5). Expanded Emergency & Healthcare Facilities- $171 million.

6). New & Improved Public Service Outreach Facilities-$255 million

7). Housing for the elderly & families- $194 million.

8). Expanded Cultural & Educational Facilities, Libraries…- $552 million

Ms. Musto also informed us that the bonds will not raise our taxes or millage rate since it will replace the previous 1972 bond, which among other accomplishments provided us with the Metro Zoo, Tropical & Tamiami parks. It is expected that the eight bonds will create approximately 5,000-jobs/ year.
