Our Speaker

Dan McCrea
Ed Fischer introduced Dan McCrea, South Miami Commissioner who gave us an update on the status of the new electronic voting systems for Dade and Broward Counties.

The Federal Government had mandated the State of Florida to look at ways to make amends to the voting system at Dade and Broward counties after the presidential elections of 2001.

Dade County moved ahead with a new electronic voting system utilizing a touch screen. It spent $25 million dollars, an amount equivalent to the entire election department yearly budget. It was tested in the primaries of September 2002 and the new system lost more votes than the votes lost in previous elections. 

In 2002 the Federal Act HAVA passed into law. The State of Florida passed a similar law as well. It requires that the counties, through their election departments, maintain a paper audit trail of the votes cast by the electorate.

Broward County has invested $17 million dollars in a different technology voting system. Therefore, a total of $41 million dollars have been invested in the region in new voting technology equipment.

Experts agree that we are not ready, culturally and technologically, to have a paperless system.

The ongoing debate now is how to define the term “paper audit trail” Both counties are conducting studies of voter verified voting systems. Unfortunately, this issue has become politically polarized. The Republicans do want a paperless system, whereas the Democrats are in favor of leaving a paper record for each vote. It has become a partisan issue.  

You owe it to yourself to learn about this issue and to let your elected officials know your opinion.
