OUR SPEAKER: 

Dr Edward Braynon
Black Archives Foundation 

Dr. Brayon is a retired dentist who graduated from Washington, DC’s Howard University first with a B.A. in Zoology and then his Doctorate in Dental Surgery.  Born in Miami in 1928, Dr. Braynon’s compelling recollections of life during segregation take you back with him to days when doors weren’t locked and streets weren’t paved.  

His parents owned a grocery store from 1937 in the Overtown area which sold items such as rice or sugar in increments of $.05.  There were no street beggars because everyone was poor.  People relied on family, friends, church or merchants to help you get by. When I-95 split the community, it also destroyed his home, his dental clinic, and his family’s grocery.  
While residents paid taxes, they weren’t supplied with street lights or sidewalks.  Although black men signed the charter that started the city of Miami in 1896, it wasn’t until 1928 that the community had its first school - Booker T. Washington Elementary School.  Even when the school was brand new, used textbooks and equipment were the norm.

Until the 1960’s, there were no black firemen, policemen, or postmen in Miami.  Dr. Braynon left Miami to attend college and then the military where he rose to the rank of Captain in six months.  In Tokyo, he felt no racism – the rank and uniform were respected.  When he returned to Miami in the early 60’s, he met the old attitudes.    

Even today, schools are not equal.  Education is key to giving children a chance to contribute to society.  Lack of parental involvement and support at home makes teacher’s jobs even more vital.
