Ms. Sara Cotton: UM Alumni & Outreach Coordinator

Topic: Rosenstiel School of Marine & Atmospheric Science

Ms. Sara Cotton is a native of New York and has worked in research for 12 years. She earned her Master of Science degree from the University of Miami.

The Rosenstiel School of Marine and Atmospheric Science (RSMAS) offers a Master of Arts, a Master of Science and a Doctor of Philosophy degree in: Applied Marine Physics, Marine and Atmospheric Chemistry, Marine Biology and Fisheries, Marine Geology and Geophysics, Meteorology and Physical Oceanography, Marine Affairs and Policy.

RSMAS located on Virginia Key, has a marine and biomedical sciences center, which plays a leading role in research on natural seafood toxins. The Center trains young post-doctoral students in toxicology and environmental health sciences, and develops therapies and tests for marine intoxications. Marine models of human disease are under development. Unique to the RSMAS is the Center for Sustainable Fisheries. There is an urgent need to find ways to halt the current declines in the world’s fish stocks and restore depleted stocks to healthy levels. Despite many failures, fisheries management is known for the widespread use of sparse and uncertain data to manage fishing.
