Although a licensed private detective, Hampton is a Security Consultant serving the corporate market providing CCTV design and installation services, satellite positioning systems, physical security awareness and vulnerability programs, executive travel and protection, due diligence and can even find hidden funds.

Today’s Speaker

Program Chair Dan McCrea introduced South Miami City Manager Maria Davis. 

Ms. Davis brings a history, and love for public service, having previously worn the hat of City Manger and Public Works Director for the City of Miami Springs as well as a Facilities Manger for the Dade County Public Schools System prior to joining South Miami. She has been an entrepreneur, having owned and developed a landscape business. 

A South Miami resident since 1998, Ms. Davis feels honored to both live and work in the city. She feels good about having – in just three months – brought the City’s financial situation from red to black with help and support of the Commission and Administration.

She complimented the powers in the City for building a strong economic base while still maintaining a “small town” character.

Pointing out how many communities bolster their most visible units such as police and fire, Davis pointed to the City’s use of federal grant money for flood control projects, traffic calming and streetscapes as evidence of the City’s progress even through difficult times. 

Her goal for the next five years is to maintain the focus on South Miami’s infrastructure. The need for parking in the downtown are, repairing sidewalks, using “urban forestry” to add trees and beautify the city, bring economic development to the CRA, the resurfacing of all city streets taking advantage of public private partnership opportunities.

Alluding to the recent spate of misinformation and disinformation about the City’s fiscal situation and alleged bickering, Davis declared she is a strong believer in open lines of communication between the city, its residents and its business community and vowed to keep the lines of communication open and public.
