CRAFT TALK


Bruce Higley, DDS, has been a South Miami institution with offices at Red & Sunset, Bruce Learned orthodontics at his father’s knee. He studied aat the University of Iowa in between tennis matches where he earned the Big 10 Championship. Bruce recommends orthodontic screening by age seven. Today, 25% of orthodontic patients are adults. He specializes in TMJ, headaches, dizziness and clicking jaws.


Today’s Speaker
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Ed Fischer, acting on behalf of Program Chair Dan McCrea introduced Becky Matkov, Executive Director of the Dade Heritage Trust, who spoke on the need for and importance of preserving Miami’s heritage. Arriving in Miami from Virginia more than twenty years ago, Becky used her Journalism education and parlayed it into a career as an author, TV producer lecturer and an advocate for historic preservation.


Becky spearheaded the movement to save the Miami Circle and lamented the recent destruction of the home of Dr. Jackson for whom Jackson Memorial Hospital is named. The home, built in 1879, was demolished and as it fell, it crashed into the home of the Dade Heritage Trust – the former office of Dr. Jackson.


Each year, the Trust publishes a list of most endangered areas in Dade County and this year’s list is:


1. The Hampton House on Lejeune road and NW 27th Avenue. Black entertainers who were not permitted to stay on Miami Beach used the house.


2. Miami High School Building, the oldest high school in Dade County.


3. Bayfront Open Space – from Brickell to the Omni -- a solid wall of cement from the high rises.  The Trust wants future buildings to be built perpendicular to the waterfront rather than horizontal.


4. Central Baptist Church, which was incorporated one day before the City of Miami was incorporated, in 1896.


5. Building 25 at the Richmond Naval Air Station. A blimp base during World War II, and the training site for the Bay of Pigs invasion.
