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   Rev. Pansy Graham introduced: 

Mr. Robert Molleda, Warning Coordination Meteoroligist at the National Weather Service
Robert, a native of Florida who graduated from South Miami High school, went to Florida State University and earned his bachelor’s degree in meteorology.  He worked at the National Hurricane Center as a Marine Forecaster and Hurricane Support Meteorologist before taking on his current assignment.

Robert led us in an interesting and informative discussion of the how, where, when and why of tropical storms.  He explained the importance of shear, water temperature and moisure and how all three components are necessary for a tropical storm.  We learned that the Saffir-Simpson hurricane scale which rates the strength of hurricanes from a category 1 to a category 5 is used to determine a major hurricane, category 3 or higher.  We also talked about sustained wind speed, which is used to determine the hurricane category and that the definition of sustained wind speed is a constant wind speed for at least one minute.  He also explained storm surge and the effect it has on evacuation orders from coastal areas including the Keys.
He ended his presentation with a look at the frequency of major hurricanes.  The statistical data shows that the largest number of major hurricanes occurred during the period of 1941-1950, so that the theory that global warming is creating more major hurricanes isn’t actually supported by the real data.  His presentation on hurricanes was both informative and timely.
