Following graduation, Roland moved to Fort Lauderdale and became a teacher of seventh grade English at Everglades Middle School in Fort Lauderdale. His first year of teaching earned him the honor of ‘Rookie Teacher of the Year’ from the Fort Lauderdale school District, an award presented to a group of seven new teachers entering their first ear as educators. Roland remained part of the educational system but eventually moved on to the business world. He is the Director of Work Force Diversity/Employee Advocacy, North Broward Hospital District, Fort Lauderdale. Roland has served the community by being involved in many organizations throughout the years. He has served on the Broward County YMCA as Board President, and has been a Member of the Board of Directors as well as Vice President of the Jack and Jill Nursery, a large day care center for underprivileged children in Fort Lauderdale. Roland has also served the Leadership Broward Foundation as Vice President of Graduate Activities, Vice President of Communications and President of this organization 1999​-2000.
