After Paul Harris died in 1947, this charity continued to grow to over $1 billion in contributions.  Started in 1917 with an endowment of $26.15, by 1926 the funds had grown to $5,000.  One of the first projects was spending $500 for the International Society for Crippled Children – now Easter Seals.  

Today, the funds are kept for three years and administrative costs are taken from the interest accrued.  A percentage of the original money is then spent internationally and the rest is sent back for projects in the district where it originated.  Globally, Rotary uses the money to offer basic necessities such as agricultural equipment, schools, shelters, access to electricity or solar power, and medicine.  Cultural exchanges are also a priority.
