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 Rev. Pansy Graham introduced Today’s Speaker: Mr. Subrata Basu
“Our Speaker for today is no stranger to us. He was an active member of our Club, and a former Director of The Community Redevelopment Agency in the City of South Miami. Today, we are privileged to have with us Mr. Subrata Basu, Assistant Director for Planning, in Miami-Dade County Department of Planning and Zoning.

Mr. Basu holds a Masters Degree in City and Regional Planning and a Masters Degree in Architecture, both from Ohio State University. He is a registered Architect in Florida and a member of the American Institute of Architects and the American Institute of Certified Planners. One of the major issues facing the County is the moving of the Urban Development Boundary. Today, Subrata will share with us the history and purpose of the boundary and also what the issues are that are triggering the changing of the boundary.
Subrata shared with us an informative synopsis of Miami-Dade County’s policy with regards to urban encroachment. He informed us that the Urban Development Boundary (UDB) is basically a line drawn in the sand and offers to distinguish the area where urban development may occur. “Development orders permitting urban development will generally be approved within the UDB at some time through the year 2005 provided that level of service standards for public facilities will be met”. Key concerns are environmentally sensitive and agricultural lands that have been diminishing as demand for housing has increased.
