            Donna Gaines Introduced our Speaker: 

Ms. Traci-Anne Boyle, CIH

Topic: Mold 101 in the aftermath of the              Hurricane Season

Ms. Boyle is nationally certified in comprehensive industrial hygiene practice by the American Board of Industrial Hygiene. She has over twelve (12) years of diverse environmental consulting experience spanning twenty (20) states in the US as well as the Caribbean. Her experience includes a variety of environmental disciplines such as asbestos, radon, due diligence investigations (phase I/Phase II Environmental Assessments, Transaction Screens), contamination assessments, remedial action, risk assessments, mold assessment and remedial action, environmental litigation and indoor air quality. 

Traci-Anne spoke of molds and the many locations in which they can be found. Essentially, molds can produce 24 to 48 hours in a room or within a wall after a water leak has sprung. Relative humidity is a key element for molds to grow and it has been found that relative humidity above 70% will sustain mold growth. Molds are difficult to eradicate since they have a tendency to disperse spores as a survival mechanism when threatened with chemicals or UV light. Porous materials such as wallboards provide an environment that is difficult for molds to be eradicated. Excessive mold concentrations in the air create health hazards particularly for persons that suffer with HIV, cancer or respiratory conditions such as asthma. Air samples are taken to determine mold concentrations and to determine the particular types of molds found. 

Molds found in John Sorgie’s apple pie for example, apparently do not pose a health risk since John was found alive and well after eating his moldy apple pie.
