Announcements
· The board of directors has approved the following change in the Bylaws of the Organization. The members of the Club will be asked to vote on this change at the December 2nd meeting (Changes are underlined)

ARTICLE XI.  ELECTION OF DIRECTORS & OFFICERS
· Section 1.
Election Supervisor. The President shall appoint an Elections Supervisor prior to October 25th

· Section 2.
Polling of Members.  Prior to November 10th, the Elections Supervisor shall poll Members qualified to serve as Directors and Officers to determine those who do not wish to have their names placed on the ballot. 

· Section 3.
Nominating Committee. Prior to November 20th, a Nominating Committee consisting of the President, President-Elect and Immediate Past President shall, with the assistance of the information obtained by the Elections Supervisor, nominate a President-Elect, Secretary, Treasurer and Sergeant-at-Arms for the forthcoming Rotary year. 

· Section 4.      Election of Directors and Officers.  At the beginning of the Club’s annual meeting on either the last Tuesday in November or the first Tuesday in December, at the discretion of the Nominating/Elections Committee, December each Member present shall be furnished with a ballot containing the names of the proposed Officers and the names of all Members willing and eligible to serve as Directors. Assuming a quorum is present, each Member shall mark a ballot voting for eight Directors.  Each Member shall also approve the proposed Officers, or write in and vote for alternative persons for the offices of President-Elect, Secretary, Treasurer and Sergeant-at-Arms. The Elections Supervisor shall tally the ballots and announce the elected Officers and Directors prior to the end of the annual meeting.  If any person, other than a proposed officer named on the ballot, is elected to an officer’s position, the Elections Supervisor shall determine the elected person’s willingness to serve before announcing the election results.

· Section 5.      Ties.  If there is a last place tie for an office or directorship, a run off election shall be held for that office or directorship at the next regular meeting of the Club.  Ballots will be distributed at the beginning of the meeting and the winner(s) announced prior to the end of the meeting.

Matching District Grants 

At the April 2002 Trustee Meeting, the Trustees of The Rotary Foundation decided to adopt a new grant structure for Humanitarian programs effective 1 July 2003. This new structure will allow new grants to be phased in as older grant programs are phased out. The new grant programs are Matching Grants, Individual Grants, and District Simplified Grants.

If you have questions about the new grant structure, visit the Frequently Asked Questions page and download upcoming important dates and deadlines and a chart that breaks down the elements of Matching Grants, Individual Grants, and District Simplified Grants.

Matching Grants will support Rotary clubs and districts as they address humanitarian conditions that benefit communities in need. The Matching Grant program will continue in a manner that is consistent and compatible with the new grant structure.

Individual Grants will support the travel of individual Rotarians planning or implementing service projects. Individual Grants will service the same needs as Discovery Grants and Grants for Rotary Volunteers (including Long-Term Volunteers), which were phased out of the Humanitarian Grants Program on 1 January 2003.

District Simplified Grants will support the service activities or humanitarian endeavors in which districts engage. District Simplified Grants will service the same needs as Helping Grants, Humanitarian Transportation Grants, Community Assistance Program Awards, and New Opportunity Grants; all of which were phased out of the Humanitarian Grants Program on 1 January 2003. 

Incomplete Applications: After hearing concerns of many Rotarians throughout the world, the Trustees decided that as of 1 July 2003 incomplete grant applications will be returned to the primary project contact with an explanation.
