PolioPlus

Our club used it’s matching funds for Paul Harris Fellowships so quickly in the last few weeks, that up to $500 in the club’s matching funds will be offered to match your contribution (either $50 or $100.) Matching funds are from Happy Dollars collected at each meeting and a portion from the raffle.  

Overall, only 15-20% of all Rotarians give to the Paul Harris Fellowship.  One member told Ann, I’ve given my $1,000 and that’s all I have to do for the rest of my membership career.  That’s a harsh assessment of why we contribute in the first place…

Money earmarked for Paul Harris fellowships does not mix with Polio Plus funding.  The PolioPlus goal is to eradicate the disease from the planet by 2005 – Rotary’s 100th birthday.    

Rotary has vowed to raise $80 million in cash and pledges as our contribution toward closing a $275 million funding gap faced by the Global Polio Eradication Initiative, which was inspired by Rotary's PolioPlus program.

About 35,000 Rotarians are already active in the campaign. Members who have joined since the original PolioPlus fundraising efforts of the mid-1980s are encouraged to view this campaign as their unique opportunity to contribute. A Paul Harris Fellow Certificate will go to donors who complete a $1,000 recognition milestone with a campaign contribution of $1,000 or less.

Polio has been pushed to its lowest levels in history—but experts warn opportunity to stamp out the disease must be grasped now due to unstable global situation

(Washington, London, Geneva, Nairobi—16 April 2002) With only 537 polio cases reported globally in 2001, efforts to eradicate the disease have driven the incidence of polio to its lowest point in history. However the expert panel overseeing the initiative warns that given the current prevalence of conflict, the last vestiges of polio must be extinguished now, as any delay will jeopardize the success of the entire effort. 

"When we began the eradication effort in 1988, polio paralyzed more than 1,000 children each day. In 2001, there were far fewer than 1,000 cases for the entire year," said Dr Gro Harlem Brundtland, the director-general of the World Health Organization. "But we're not finished yet and the past year has reminded us that we live in a world where security and access to children cannot be guaranteed. So I urge the world to finish the job. Eradicate polio while we still have the opportunity." 

Poliomyelitis (polio) is a highly infectious disease caused by a virus that mainly affects children under five years of age. It invades the nervous system and can cause total paralysis in a matter of hours. The virus enters the body through the mouth and multiplies in the intestine. Initial symptoms are fever, fatigue, headache, vomiting, stiffness in the neck and pain in the limbs. One in 200 infections lead to irreversible paralysis (usually in the legs). Amongst those paralyzed, 5 percent to 10 percent die when their breathing muscles become immobilized. 

There is no cure for polio, it can only be prevented. Polio vaccine, given multiple times, can protect a child for life.
