Rotary Moment

Ed Fischer delivered the Rotary Moment of this week.  
The Rotary Foundation has a number of awards designed to acknowledge Rotarians’ service to humanity — individual efforts that exemplify the Rotary spirit of Service Above Self. Most commonly known are: 

· The Paul Harris Fellow, Sustaining Member and Benefactor Recognition. 

· The Rotary Foundation District Service Award


The District Service Award recognizes the cumulative efforts of the Rotarians in a District. Awarded on the district level, to those Rotarians whose service to humanity through Rotary Foundation programs deserves special recognition. Rotary International suggests that a Rotary Foundation District Service Award certificate be given before nominating an individual for the Citation for Meritorious Service, although it is not required. 

Citation for Meritorious Service

One Rotarian from each district is recognized with the Citation for Meritorious Service each year. Although awarded by the Foundation Trustees, nominations are solicited from District Governors and RI Directors. A handsome certificate in a walnut frame is presented to Rotarian who has rendered significant service to The Rotary Foundation. 

The Rotary Foundation Distinguished Service Award

Four full years after receiving the Citation for Meritorious Service, a Rotarian becomes eligible for the Distinguished Service Award. Because this is the Foundation's highest service recognition, a recipient's exemplary service to the Foundation must extend beyond the district level and over an extended period of time. Award recipients receive a cast bronze plaque mounted on a walnut base.
Any Rotarians may nominate an eligible Rotarian for this award. An endorsement from another Rotarian also is required. Either the nominator or the endorser must be from outside the nominee's district. 

Service Award for a Polio-Free World

This award was established by the Foundation Trustees to recognize outstanding contributions to the polio eradication effort and to encourage participation in the final eradication efforts. Any Rotarian may nominate another Rotarian whose active personal service is noteworthy in the fight to eradicate polio. Financial contributions, however noteworthy, are not a basis for receiving the award. Outstanding service in the field of advocacy, however, is not precluded as a consideration for the award. Since the service to be recognized relates to the eradication target phase of Rotary efforts, only service that has occurred since 1 November 1992 is recognizable. So, which award will you be seeking?
