“Charlie Hull is a fellow Rotarian from the Pinecrest Club and is a volunteer for the Buffalo Field Campaign of W. Yellowstone, Montana. Charlie was born in Ligonier, Pa, grew up in Denver, Colorado, and is a graduate of the University of Colorado. The Buffalo Field Campaign works for the welfare of the Yellowstone Buffalo by documenting their killing, hazing and abuse and by promoting citizen awareness of these activities.”

Charlie shared with us a highly disturbing video footage of the slaughter of the American Buffalo. He also showed us the reasoning of the Montana government for allowing this to happen. Protection of the cattle industry is viewed as their primary concern. Charlie informed us that there are other ways to protect the cattle industry without slaughtering Buffalos. He passed around a petition urging our congresspersons to address this issue.
