Victor Dover introduced Chief Mills who graciously accepted a last minute invitation to fill in for Diana Phillips who could not present her scheduled presentation due to personal reasons. Diana has been rescheduled to speak to the club in February of next year. Mike spoke to us about a very important tissue in Miami Traffic.  

The last two decades the South Florida area has experienced an extraordinary growth in housing and new developments but the roads have not keep up with this growth. In many cases, the roads are being widen but as Victor pointed out, widen a road to combat congestion is like opening the belt of your pants to combat obesity.

During the last 15 to 20 years traffic has become a real problem. It used to be that crime was the major problem in the area but that has been reduced nowadays and traffic violations are up. The police officers of the City of South Miami write 14,395 traffic violation related citations a year. In a city with about 250,000 residents that is equivalent to 1.5 citations per citizen.

Many solutions to minimize the traffic violations at major intersections are being implemented and others are under study. 

For instance, the DOT is working with the City of South Miami Police Department to implement the white light. This light is wired directly to the red light of a traffic signal. When the red light turns on so does the white light underneath it. A police officer monitoring that intersection would then easily identify a violation of a red traffic light.
