Ellen is multi-dimensional.  During weekdays, she is a financial planner working with annuities and insurance.  Other times, she becomes an active volunteer park ranger, a naturalist in the Everglades National Park and leads canoe and hiking adventures for adult and children

The Everglades Ecosystem stretches over 100 miles from the Kissimmee River and Lake Okeechobee around Disney World thru Florida Bay.

Ellen will take us through a park that is the second largest in the continental US (#1 is Yellowstone.) It has been designated as one of the planet’s 400 World Heritage sites. Our tour begins on the Anhinga Trail.

A mere 10,000 years ago, FL was under the sea.  As the ice age froze the polar caps, the seas receded.  Florida was created and we are on a base of oolitic limestone. This rock creates a sponge for fresh water to seep into an aquifer and keep salt water from intruding into the land.  Once saltwater enters the groundwater, it is impossible to reverse. The successful 1930’s project to drain the natural ecosystem of swamps, forcing half of the rain into the oceans, creates space for saltwater to flow inward.  

The Everglades is under assault from pollution and is   dying from being ditched, diked, and drained for a century. Only half of the Everglades is left, 50% has been drained. Of the nesting wading birds that existed in the 1930's, 94% are gone. The Everglades is the sole source of drinking water for more than 6 million people in Miami-Dade, Monroe and Palm Beach counties.  The Everglades is undergoing the largest environmental repair job in human history.  The Army Corps of Engineers is re-plumbing the system to save it.  At stake is the only wetland of its kind in the world. It is home to over 50 endangered and threatened species. This is more than any other state except California. Fewer than 50 Florida Panthers are left.  

See what true beauty remains and what should be saved for the future. Take our club’s tour on Sunday, January 11th.
